4 Use a simple written agreement or contract — even for small jobs. (See the AMWASA 
Consignment Agreement template as a reference for structuring agreements.) 

5 Trust your instincts. A service provider who makes you feel uncomfortable or rushes 
you into a decision is not the right fit. 

6 Report any concerns to AMWASA — we take the safety of our community seriously.
